Student Classroom Placement at Classical School

Please note that Classical School does not accept requests for specific teachers by parents for their children for
the following reasons:

Instrumental Music Instruction at School

There have been many articles in magazines and newspapers citing the educational advantages of playing a
musicali nstrument . Both sides of the brain’s abilities

beginning instruction on a musical instrument in the future. At our school, the string program begins in the

fourth grade and the band program is available at the sixth grade level. A student can begin in either program

without a piano background. However, due to the dual nature of the percussion instruments (drums and bells),

it is required that those who are interested in percussion have at least two years of piano instruction.

We hope you and your child will consider participating in either of these programs. Be aware of any information
sent home at the fourth or sixth grade level when the school year begins.

There are two summer band opportunities we want to bring to your attention.
The first is a small group lesson program that runs from June 14-25 and July 5-
16. Lessons can be scheduled at either Einstein Middle School or Madison
Middle School. The cost is $10.00 for the entire four week program.

This program is open to students entering
grade 7-8 next fall.

The other offering is a one week Band Camp at North High School; Aug. 2-6, 8:30am-2:15pm. Camp
fee is $20.00.

Now that warmer weather is here, please review dress code
guidelines...

We take pride in the appearance in our students. How students act is often affected by what they wear.
Students are expected to dress appropriately in clean, well-fitting clothing appropriate for the weather. This
makes them feel more comfortable about school and increases their chances of being successful students
ready to learn.

Students dress or attire must adhere to the following minimum standards. The standards maintained align with
the BOE approved policy 443.1, June 1999 found in the family district handbooks.

e Students may not wear scanty/revealing clothing. Examples of these items include but are not limited
to tube tops, halter tops, backless tops, strapless tops, spaghetti straps, and clothing that expose the
midriff and/or undergarments.

Students must wear shoes/appropriate footwear in and around the school at all times.

Students are not allowed to wear head gear in the school building. Removi ng a person
entering a building is a well-established sign of respect in our country and one that will be reinforced in
our schools. Examples of head gear include but are not limited to hats, caps, and bandanas.

No garments that advertise alcohol, alcohol establishments, tobacco products, or other drugs may be
worn.

No attire with messages or symbols that include profanity, violent or sexual language/actions, or
inappropriate subject matter is allowed to be worn in the school buildings.

Any attire or accessory which by its design, use or intended use, could cause bodily harm, property
damage, or intimidation to other persons, may not be worn. Examples of these items include but are
not limited to chains, leather straps, pet collars, and spikes.

No attire with any gang related purpose is allowed.

Jacket s, coat s, and gloves must be r e mo\Areyduchitemst h e
may not be worn around the building during school hours.

Body markings or tattoos that do not meet the above standards must be fully covered at all times.

This policy is in force during the school day, in school vehicles, and at all school activities. The wearing of outer
garments and headwear will be permitted in school vehicles and at school activities when deemed appropriate
by building administration.

This list is not meant to be exhaustive; rather it is intended to provide some idea of acceptable dress.

Since styles of clothing change rapidly, the administration reserves the right to restrict certain fashions that are
inappropriate as well as interpret what is considered to be in poor taste or distracting to the learning
environment. Members of the staff will use their professional judgment when enforcing this policy.

Authority of Administrators and Conseguences for Violations:

If there is a disagreement between students and/or parents and the staff regarding the appropriateness of
clothing and body markings, administrator or his/her designee will review the situation and make a final
decision.

FROM THE SCHOOL NURSE

Attention, Parents of 5" Grade Students: New Immunization Requirements
The Wisconsin immunization law was recently changed. Two different vaccine requirements were added. This
change went into effect with the beginning of the 2008-2009 school year. Parents of current 5" grade students
are required to have their children vaccinated or claim a waiver before the fall semester. The new requirements
are: 1 dose of tetanus, diphtheria and acellular pertussis vaccine (Tdap); 2 doses of varicella (chickenpox)
vaccine. There are some exceptions to these requirements. If your child has already received any tetanus-
containing vaccine within the last 5 years, a Tdap is not required. If your child has had chickenpox disease,
varicella (chickenpox) vaccine is not required. Please contact the school nurse if you have any questions.

Attention, Parents of 8" Grade Students: New Immunization Requirements
The Wisconsin immunization law was changed in 2008 to add a new vaccine requirement. Parents of current
8th grade students are required to have their children vaccinated or claim a waiver before the 2010/11 fall
semester. The new requirement is: 1 dose of tetanus, diphtheria and acellular pertussis vaccine (Tdap). There is
an exception to this requirement. If your child has already received any tetanus-containing vaccine within 5
years of entering 9th grade, a Tdap is not required. Inform the school office of the dates of new immunizations
that your child receives. Please contact the school nurse if you have any questions.

Children Need More Water When Playing in the Heat

With summer approaching, it is important to remember that children become dehydrated very quickly when
playing in the heat. Children don’t tbodle® geretate mdree hedt
relative to their size than adults do. Children are also not as quick to adjust to changes in temperatures that
summer brings. Plus, children have more skin surface relative to their body size which means they lose more
water through evaporation from the skin.

Adults need to encourage children to drink water when playing in the heat. Kids tend to forget to drink when they
are playing and need to be reminded. They wusuall yr
body loses. Muscle work of any kind causes the body to lose water through sweat. This is true even when
swimming or playing in other cool environments.

Dehydration is a very serious condition, especially in small children. Watch for signs of dehydration in your child:
¢ Dry mouth, coated tongue, nausea, muscle cramps and pain, headache
e Sunken eyes, clammy skin, throbbing heart
e Decrease frequency of urination, dark urine (well hydrated urine is pale yellow)
e More severe symptoms — shortness of breath, increase in body temperature, incoherence — seek
medical help immediately.

Here are some tips to help protect your children from the heat and dehydration:
e Encourage children to drink fluids (a combination of water and sports drinks) before, during and after
sports and activities. Drink 2 cups of fluid 2 hours before exercise to promote hydration.
e Whether it is extremely hot or not, have your children drink on a schedule. Take water breaks every 15
minutes during activity to drink at least ¥2 cup of water. Dehydration begins before they are thirsty.
e Plain cold water is absorbed most quickly by the body.

e Flavored sport drinks may be more acceptable to

much sugar (no more that 15-18 grams of carbohydrates per 8 ounces). Sport drinks do provide energy,
sodium and potassium replacements to help sustain activity.
e Avoid carbonated soft drinks and fruit juices. These may cause stomach upset
